heating and cooling costs, pro-

Geothermal Heat Exchange Sys-

The 21 Acres Center for Local 

Food and Sustainable Living, 
currently under construction, 

will serve 
the com-

munity as 
a sustain-

able agri-
cultural 

and en-
ergy cen-

ter. The 
facility will have retail and stor-

age space available to the farm 
community to process and sell 

food. It will also be a space for 
training for individuals who 

wish to become more self suffi-
cient through home food 

preparation, growing, and en-
ergy independence. The build-

ing will have a dedicated digital 
control system that monitors 

ports on all systems with a 
display in the building lobby 

that shows current energy, 
water and waste activity. Con-

struction includes demonstra-
tion passive and active re-

source saving systems of simple 
technologies people can use in 
their own homes. 

     This spring, work continues 
on the building shell, including 

tem for Radiant Floor Heating 

and Water Heating- A geo-
thermal heat system extracts 

heat from the earthõs endless 
supply of energy just below the 

surface. A system includes: a 
geothermal heat pump; a 

ground loop field of polyethyl-
ene pipe buried in the ground; 

and an internal distribution 
system such as air ducts or 

radiant floor system. Radiant 
flooring is being installed in all 

areas except the root cellar, 
cooler and mechanical rooms. 

The floor areas 
will be controlled 

by slab tempera-
ture sensors which 

send signals to 
water valves. The 

polyvinyl tubing set 
in concrete in the 

floor re-circulates air (at 50° 
normal temperature) from 

below the groundõs surface and 
is either heated or cooled by a 

heat pump to keep floor tem-

perature close to 70°.

     While only scheduled to 
last 60 days, the 2010 Washing-

ton State Legislative Session 
promises to be challenging. 

Immense budget deficits of 
close to $9 billion dominated 

the 2009 Session and have only 
worsened in the interim. In 

order to bridge an additional 
gap of at least $2.6billion, it is 

incumbent upon our legislative 

leadership to search diligently 

for cost savings, recognize the 
impact of additional taxes on 

business and define a course 
that will ensure long-term eco-

nomic vitality for our region 
and state. Short-term fixes are 

not an option, as it can be rea-
sonably expected that in Janu-

ary 
of 

2011 the Legislature will be 

greeted by yet another massive 
deficit. 

Transportation:  

     Continued investments in 
cost-effective transportation 

projects will assist our state by 
reducing congestion, accommo-

dating expected growth and 
enhancing our quality of life. 

Economic Development:  

     The recession that we are 
all experiencing will come to an 

end. Until that time, it is essen-

tial the legislature deliver a 
sustainable and forward-looking 

budget that will position Wash-
ington State as the global 

leader in educating an advanced 
workforce, attracting innova-

tive business and laying the 
foundation for continued 

growth. 

Business Taxation:  
     Business is the 

engine that powers 
our state and we 

encourage our lead-
ers to enact legisla-

tion that spurs eco-
nomic growth, lowers 

business taxation and 
relieves some of the 

pressures of regula-
tion. Both the crea-

tion of new taxes, as 
well as the removal of 

existing tax breaks, are serious 
threats to much needed job 

growth.
