BUSINESS TAXATION

Shortly after Dr. Raha an-
nounced the additional revenue
shortfall, many interest groups
began to call for an end to
many of the tax exemptions in
Washington StateHowever,
ending a tax exemption
amounts to a tax increase and
would require a 2/3 vote,
which is unlikely in the current
Legislature.Some lawmakers,
including Senate Majority
Leader Lisa Brown, are sug-
gesting that a referendum may
be sent to the voters to close
or suspend some of these tax
exemptions. Meanwhile, law-
makers are looking to fees as a
source of revenue.The impor-
tant thing to encourage law-
makers on this point is that if a
user fee is implemented, the
revenue that results from it
should not go to the general
fund.

ECONOMIC
DEVELOPMENT

Developing the 2012013
biennium budget will be the
major focus for lawmakers now
that the revenue picture has
become more clear with
Thursday's forecastThe Coa-
lition urges the Legislature to
deliver a state budget that is
sustainable, with no tax in-
creases.Some of the
"gimmicks" that are being dis-
cussed that would not lead to a
sustainable budget are:

25th Month- lawmakers
would delay payment into the
1st month of the next biennium
giving them 25 months of reve-
nue to cover 24 months of
expenses.This was done in the
1971-1973 biennium budget
and it took the state 18 years
to fully recover. It should not
be tried again.

Fees to taxeshen the

Legislature raises a fesome
sort of a charge levied for a
specific purpose the money
goes into a dedicated account.
When the money goes into the
general fund to be used for
other purposes, it becomes a
tax. Lawmakers are looking at
$450 million worth of new
"fees."

Securitization of state revent
- Governor Gregoire has come
out strongly against this idea
saying that it did not work
when the state did this with
tobacco. This is the highly con-
troversial idea of borrowing
(with interest) against antici-
pated future revenues in order
to free up some cash to-
day. Critics call it "credit card
spending.”

Going unbalancedhis is
not currently being discussed
by lawmakers, but the state
could run an unbalanced budge
for a year or so, allowing the
economy and sales tax collec-
tions to pick up more before
trying to pay some bills. Legal
experts in the Legislature, the
Office of Financial Management
and the state Treasurer's Office
all said it is not illegal or barred
by the state constitution. The
constitution merely requires a
governor to submit balanced
budget proposals, and accounts
are balanced at the end of a
two-year budget period. But
state budget director Marty
Brown said it would be a terri-
ble idea to postpone any pay-
ments that hurt state credit
ratings.

EDUCATION

United States Secretary of
Education Arne Duncan partici-
pated in an education round
table by video conference with
the Governor, Superintendent
of Public Instruction and sev-
eral legislators.Much of the
discussion centered around the
Governor's plans to consoli-

date the state's 8 education
agencies into 1.

5399 would allow school dis-
tricts to consider a teacher's
performance, not just their
seniority, when making person-
nel decisions and legislators
should be encouraged to sup-
port it.

TRANSPORTATION

The Senate Transportation
Committee held a hearing on
HB 1382, which would imple-
ment High Occupancy Tolling
on |-405 from Bellevue to Lyn-
wood. The Coalition supports
HOT lanes only when they
generate sufficient revenue to
pay for the operation and con-
struction of the toll lanes.HB
1382 does not meet this crite-
rion. The development of
these lanes would be paid for
with gas tax money, according
to Washington State Depart-
ment of Transportation Secre-
tary Paula Hammond who testi-
fied at the hearingThe total
cost of construction would be
over $400 million. Addition-
ally, the definition "high
occupancy” would very likely
change from 2 or more passen-
gers in a vehicle to 3 or
more. This has the potential to
negatively impact congestion
along this critical corridor for
