     From "combat to cultiva-

tion" the Veterans Agricultural 

Cooperative, or VAC, was 

designed to support the devel-

opment of veteran-owned, self-

sufficient, sustainable-farming 

businesses, through employ-

ment/career opportunities, and 

veteran services. Currently 

based on the 21 Acres Farm, 

the VAC serves active duty 

service members, veterans, 

their dependents and the com-

munities in which they live,  

     The VAC‘s shared purpose 

with 21 Acres is food produc-

tion, with access to healthy, 

high-quality, safe and affordable 

food, along with providing a 

setting for the healing power of 

horticulture therapy. Through 

hands-on opportunities in their 

farm plot at 21 Acres, and 

mainly of veterans and their 

dependents, the VAC realizes 

the structure that veterans are 

comfortable with and they are 

devoted to helping 

the veteran commu-

nity make the transi-

tion to civilian life. 

―The notable task of 

feeding people can 
be seen as a larger-

than-self mission,‖ 

he adds. 

     The VAC is currently look-

ing for additional land to farm 

within the state of Washington.
