They are one of the largest no-kill shel-

ters in the state of Washington! Each year Homeward 

helps over 1,100 cats and dogs find their forever 

home. Where do these animals come from? 40% are 

owner surrenders and the other 60% are animals we 

rescue from shelters that euthanize. 

     Homeward Pet is an approved 501(c)(3) charity 

and is entirely funded through private donations. 

     Their 2010 Homeward Pet Calendar is beautifully 

designed and all proceeds benefit their homeless cats 
and dogs including spay/neuter programs, rehabilita-

tion, and special medical services.
