I had just moved 

home from living in Chicago 

where I went to Graduate 

School and worked in the fi-

nancial services industry. 
     I also came home to start 

my own business in Woodin-

ville – and over the years I’ve 

had several businesses in 

Woodinville- and, since my 

Father is still working at 82 and 

my uncle Lowell who many of 

you knew was still working at 

85 when he died a couple of 

years ago, I suspect I will be 

owning my own business in 

Woodinville for a long time.  I 

have worked for companies 

and I’ve owned my own com-

pany.  So, I get it.  You know, it 

is different owning vs. being an 

employee, however, it is the 

same in many ways. 
     One of the first things I did 
when I started my own financial 

consulting business was to join 

the Chamber.  I didn’t have 

retail customers.  I didn’t even 

have Woodinville customers.  I 

did, however, have a business 

community that I wanted to be 

a part of – and the Chamber 

provided the conduit to be part 

of that community.  
     In many ways, life was much 

easier 20 years ago when I was 

starting my first business.  Ei-

ther I was younger and could 

multi-task better or life was at 

a slower pace because we did-

n’t have instant communica-

tions following us around 24/7.  
     What we didn’t have then, 

and that we still don’t have 

now, is knowledge about eve-

rything that is going on.  

Granted, I can look up facts 

and information on the inter-

net, but that can be time con-

suming and doesn’t necessarily 

tell me what is going in Wood-

inville and how that can affect 

my business.  The Woodinville 

Weekly or Patch are great for 

what is going on in the greater 

community, but again, that 

make or break our businesses.  

We need an environment 

where businesses want to 

come to Woodinville and we 

also we need an environment 

where people want to come to 

Woodinville to buy our goods 

or services.  The City has a big 

stake in us and we have a big 

stake in the City.  Our voice 
must be heard.  So, do you 

have time to go to meetings 

and keep on top of what is 

going on at the City - and run 

your business too?  Of course 

not, none of us do.  We are all 

busy people.  So, that is why 

we need our ―community‖ our 

business community to share 

the load.  If we spread the 

workload amongst ourselves 

and share information we will 

all benefit in the end.  If some-

one preps us we can go to a 

meeting and testify.  If someone 

comes to me and says, the City 

is doing this and it really is 

going to affect your business, I 

can write a letter.  We are all 

part of Team Woodinville.  

And we cannot expect Dave 

and Suzanne and the Board to 

do it all. On the other hand, it 

we do nothing but complain 

and don’t get involved that is of 

no benefit either.  If we all do a 

little, we will all benefit a lot.

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several decades of work and 

monitoring to ensure the wet-

lands mature fully.‖

lands with a series of ―muddy 

boots‖ tours this fall. The 58-

acre wetland, within the cam-

pus remains a sensitive envi-

ronment, so access is limited. 
     The active restoration has 

served as a real-world educa-

tional resource for researchers 

and students on campus. Ac-

cording to Professor Warren 

Gold, ―It has taken us 20 years 

to bring the wetlands to a point 

where they are a functioning 

ecosystem. It will take another 

Northwest. Work on the pro-

ject began in 1998 with con-

struction of a new stream 

channel system that returned 

North Creek to a more natural 

configuration. 
     The re-introduction of na-

tive species of plants and trees, 

combined with active monitor-

ing of the site, has recreated a 

wetland forest similar to the 

one that existed generations 

ago. A rich diversity of wildlife 

has returned to the area.
